“Hearts of Praise” have opened the Canterbury Folk Festival on Sunday morning for the past 7 years with a Worship & Praise Service with songs of conviction & expressions of God’s grace for the heart. Their music is uplifting as they proclaim God’s Gospel of Love to all His creation. Besides Canterbury Folk Festival, they can be found sharing their music in a variety of Churches, Nursing Homes, Legions and Fundraising Charity events for Parkinson’s and Cancer groups across South western Ontario and the occasional concert performance with the Southern Gospel Group “The Torchmen” and other venues such as St. Paul’s Anglican Cathedral in London for the Evangelism Conference.

Fr Jim Carr formed Hearts of Praise in the summer of 2000 when he first arrived as parish priest of St James’ Anglican Church here in Ingersoll. Jim is a seasoned performer who started playing bass in high school, and has toiled ever since with rock n roll bands, country & folk bands, and more recently Contemporary Gospel Music.

Lin Carr, Jim’s wife, has sung with Hearts since the beginning and provides much of the fun & inspiration for the group. They are joined by their daughter Debby Lambert on vocals & harmony. As Fr Jim says: the family that praise together, stays together.

Carolin French is a well known Ingersoll musician and singer, having toiled with a jazz band, the infamous Empey Sisters, Ingersoll Choral Society & Hearts of Praise. Carolin is a fine keyboard player as well as adding her voice & gift of harmony to the music.

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 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Rector’s Ramblings . . .
Here we are in the midst of another beautiful fall season. God’s use of colors in nature are once again magnificent this year. By the time you read this we will probably be in the midst of Remembrance Services here Nov 1st, a Legion Service at Dickson’s Corners, All Souls Day here on the Nov 2nd, and a number of Remembrance Day Services at St James’, and St Paul’s with the Royal Canadian Legion, plus the Alexandra Hospital and Nursing Homes. It is important to remember the price that was paid for our freedom.

I am currently reading a book called “Sitting at the Feet of Rabbi Jesus”  and have been blessed with some wonderful new insights, not only about Jesus but about His ability to relate and cite the early Scriptures; and this of course brought me into the midst of the Jewish practice of reciting the Shema. 

Hear O Israel: You shall "Love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all your soul and with all your mind." This is the first and great commandment. And the second is like it: Love your neighbor as yourself.”

(Matt. 22: 36 – 39)
The first part of the Shema is derived from Deuteronomy 6:5 and the second part from Leviticus 19:18. Both the passages contain the Hebrew word ve’ ahavta,  (veh ah-HAHV tah), literally translated   “and you shall love.” 
I find myself filled with a deep emotion each time  I recite that scripture in prayer, when meditating or in just thinking about it. I know I take it with me everywhere I travel.
Perhaps it has to do with connections. Connections to the holy tradition of my faith that provides the essence for life, if only we take it, apply it, believe it, and live it. Or maybe it has to do with answers. Whenever I remember the words of the Shema, I realize that I am "not far from the Kingdom."  Perhaps that is the realization I need to hear as I go about my day to day life and ministry here in the parish.
